Expansion Announcement for AKC Club Outreach Program to New Registrants
Dear Angie Becker, President of the Dallas-Ft. Worth Labrador Retriever Club,

In early 2009, the AKC developed a Club Outreach Program to allow All-Breed and Obedience clubs to "opt-in" to having
its contacts, meeting dates and other useful information shared with new AKC registrants. This program has now been
expanded to include AKC Specialty and Group Clubs.

The primary goal of this program is to help clubs reach potential new members and to alert new puppy owners to club and
training resources in their area. Your club's name, location, contact information including email and/or website and/or tele-
phone number will be provided to each registrant three weeks after registration has been completed. The information you
provide - including club meeting dates and locations - will also be made available on the AKC website in the club informa-
tion section.

This email is a notification reminder for your club to take advantage of this great opportunity to reach purebred dog own-
ers in your community. Since January of 2010, we have reached over 400,000 new dog registrants with club and event
information in their local area under the Club Outreach program.

The program was originally developed at the request of the Delegate All-Breed Clubs Committee. To make the most of
the program and ensure dog owners have a positive experience we urge clubs to be prepared with communications tools
and resources in place to welcome them. Some simple steps clubs can take include making sure the club web site is up to
date with events and contact information and that calls, e-mails and inquires about your club generated by this program
are responded to in a timely manner.

Some clubs may already have an introductory or welcome type of membership such as an "associate" or "newsletter"
membership level already in place. This membership level allows people to join at their first meeting for reduced dues
without immediately giving them voting or office holding privileges. As a way to embrace people who come to them
through this program clubs could consider amending their by-laws to provide for this type of membership if they don't cur-
rently have one. Clubs can then tailor how these members would re-apply for full membership under each club's guide-
lines according to their by-laws. What better way to welcome new dog owners to the fancy than "Please Join Our Club!"

--AKC Introduces New Therapy Dog Title -

New York, NY - | am pleased to announce an exciting new title open to
all AKC dogs. The AKC Therapy Dog title, or "THD," will launch June 27th
as an official AKC suffix title and will reward dogs and their owners

that have provided ongoing community service to help improve the well
being of others.

Currently, it is estimated there are 50,000 certified and active therapy
dogs in the United States. Volunteerism has exploded over the past
decade, especially those with dog and owner teams working in schools,
hospitals, nursing homes, and at natural disasters.

As you know, the AKC annually recognizes an outstanding Therapy Dog as
part of the annual AKC Humane Fund Awards for Canine Excellence (ACE).
We receive so many great nominations that we know there are many more
dogs out there that deserve recognition. We have also received many
requests from the fancy to award titles to therapy dogs as a way to
recognize the "great work their dogs do." Additionally, earning a THD

title builds on the skills taught in the AKC S.T.A.R. Puppy and Canine

Good Citizen programs, which create a sound and friendly temperament
needed by a successful therapy dog.

The AKC will not certify therapy dogs. Instead, we're working with
therapy dog certification organizations to recognize the work done by
therapy teams. The certification organizations are the experts in this
area and their efforts should be acknowledged and appreciated.

The title will be open to all AKC dogs that have completed a series of
criteria. To qualify, dogs must be certified by a participating therapy
dog certification organization and have performed a minimum of 50
community service visits.

To obtain a title an owner must complete an application along with

evidence of documented visits. Application forms are available on the

website at www.akc.org/akctherapydog. The program will accept

documentation going back to January 1, 2000.

If your dog qualifies we encourage you to apply for the title. For more
